I. Education Funding 

A. Federal Budget - very successful 

I) BTFlNYSUTlAFT - lobbied in Washington, D.C. 

2) BTF (Phil) met with Senator Schumer (our great advocate) and staff - Spoke with 
Congressman Brian Higgins. 

3) BTF: 
a) Money should be earmarked for education and targeted to school districts. 

b) Direct funds to Special Education, Contract for Excellence (poor districts), 
formula aid, Title I, building aid, etc. 

c) Success! 
I) New York State + $2.5 Billion over 2 years - education only (budget was 

cut $700 Million - $2.5 Billion). 

2) N.Y.S. $556 Million can be used for education. 

3) Nationwide - $5 Billion for school districts showing improvement.
 

4) Nationwide - $8.8 Billion for school construction.
 

5) N.Y.S. + $940 Million for Title I.
 

6) N.Y.S. $760 Milllon for Special Education
 

7) N.Y.S. Total over-all aid -- over $25 Billion over 2 years.
 

8) Buffalo Title I + $23,212,000

B. New York State ~ We must now fight to ensure that we maximize funding for schools. 

I) "Flexible" stimulus aid ($556 miliion) which can be used for education should be used 
for education. 

2) Aid meant for education should go to education. 



3) AlL2009-1 0 projected Contract for Excellence funds that were cut for Buffalo ($39 
Million) must be restored. 

4) The Charter School formula must be corrected (see President's Report and BTF website). 

5) There should be a separate source of funding for charter schools. 

6) See last President's Report - use NYSUT website. 

7) We advocate for the milliunaire's tax (See BTF website). We have worked very hard on 
the Federal level with great success. We must now direct our attention to Albany. BTF 
and NYSUT will be in Albany twice before the NYS Budget is voted on.
