PRESIDENT'S REPORT 

I. Negotiations 

a) BTF / District to meet with PERB end of April- dates in discussion 

b) Assuming our continued success with NYS Budget: Goal - Excellent new contract 
before the end of school year 

c) We have done extremely well with Federal Stimulus aid. 

d) BTF President lobbied in Albany with Working Families Party Executive Committee 
on Saturday-Sunday, March 14 and 15. Will be in Albany March 23, 24 with NYSUT 
Committee of 100. 

II. Court Cases 

a) Appellate Court - Steps 
I) Heard - February 25 - Rochester 

2) Decision usually 4 - 6 weeks 

3) Next scheduled date for Decisions - March 20 - that would be unusually quick. 

4) Issues / discussion before court 

5) Control Board/City/School Board will probably appeal, if they lose again. 

b) Contempt - Single Carrier 

1) Scheduled May 8th & 15th 

2) Issues - want court to order Board to negotiate single carrier & savings resulting 
from same. 

III. School Calendar 

a) Is a Motion to approve the early start (Aug 31 51
) calendar that was not approved at the 

last Council meeting in Order? - Yes. 

b) Discussion of Roberts Rules-

c) Does a motion need to be made to reject the early start (Aug 31 51
) calendar? - No. The 

current calendar is the Day After Labor Day calendar. 

d) Does a motion have to be made to approve the "early start" calendar that starts 
on August 31 as presented and detailed in correspondences from BTF to teachers? -Yes 

e) What does it take to close debate? - 2/3 vote of the Council. 

£) What does it take to pass? - A majority vote of the eligible delegates present.

g) Can Alternates vote? - Only if they are taking the place of an absent Delegate, 
i.e. if school X has been allotted two delegates and one or both can't attend, alternates 

are eligible to take their place to vote. If both delegates are present, no alternates are 
eligible to vote. 

h) Can a roll call vote be called? Yes. A motion for a roll call vote must be made and 
seconded. There is no debate. It takes a 1/3 vote to pass a motion for a roll call vote. 

This is an issue for which people have differing views. Each view is legitimate and 
will, I am sure, be treated be treated as such. We have never let differences dhide us. 
That is what others would like to see. Regardless of the vote we move on united as 
always. 

IV. Meetings of BTFlDistrict to resolve issues related to instruction and instructional 
paperwork. 

a) District looking for early dates to have such meetings. 

b) District will have appropriate administrators at meetings i.e. those whose subject areas 
are involved. 

c) BTF representation will include classroom teachers (some are already on BTF 

paperwork/instructional issues committees). 

d) Protest rally, after spring break, that was voted on by Council
