•	 Starting school after Labor Day will result in five less days of instruction before 

January exams. Nottrue. 

There will be two (2) less days of instruction before January; however, the four (not 

five) days of instruction will be made up during the school year. 

In other words there will be the same number of days of iJistruction regardless of 

the calendar used i.e. when the school year begins. 

Other issues: 

•	 The BTF Leadership is responsible for the calendar being turned down (Buffalo News
 

3/2/09). Not true. The letter that went from BTF President, Phil Rumore, to schools was
 

a positive letter citing advantages of going to an early start (Enclosed). Letters are also
 

on BTF website,www.btfny.org under "What's New/Calls to Action". Teachers in the
 

schools were polled. They instructed their Delegates how to vote.
 

•	 The major reason for the teachers turning down the calendar was the lack of a contract
 

and contract violations. Not true.
 

As stated in BTF President Rumore's letter to the Superintendent and the School Board,
 

"While we continue to raise issues (i.e. the BTF presentation to the Board at a committee
 

meeting last year, articles in the Buffalo News, grievances, etc.) relating to mountains of
 

burdensome paperwork, oppressive and detrimental regimentation of teaching and
 

learning, no one listens or cares".
 

"The BTF is trying to work with the Superintendent and School Board to facilitate an 

early school start as per the District's request; however, based on angry calls from teachers, the 

continued untrue and misleading statements by the Supelintendent are undennining those 

efforts. 

If the calendar is once again voted down by the teachers in the schools, it will be as a 

result of the untrue and misleading statements by the Superintendent. (M-o-r-e) 
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Every school received a copy of my February 23, 2009 letter stating the reasons 

teachers in the buildings are rejected the early start. Therefore, teachers know that the 

Superintendent's statement was untrue when he stated that he had received no such letter. This 

is not helping achieve an early school start - - nor are unhelpful Buffalo News editorials," 

stated Phil Rumore.
