RESOLUTION

Reject NYS Legisliative Bills $1943 and A6028

Whereas, moving the board election from May to November wilf further politicize and
make it an exclusive partisan process; and

Whereas, the benefit of having the school board elections in May allows the electorate
to focus exclusively on Issues that impact the quality of education in the district; and

Whereas, the City of Buffalo Board of Education was established by way of a ballot
initiative or referendum, therefore, only the voters of the city of Buffalo, by way of a
referendum or ballot initiative can change It.

Therefore, be it resolved, the Board of Education refects New York State Senate and
Assembly bills S1943 and A6028; both legislative bills are designed to move school
board elections from May to November.
