
Some issues (Fred's positions): 
•	 Charter Schools - we must end the fight between charter and non-charter school 

proponents by having a separate source of funding for the charter schools with no 
negative impact on non-charters. 

•	 School District - we have to stop the fighting between Board Members, 
employees and the administration. 

•	 Communications - we must fonn joint committees of stakeholders to open lines 
of communications. 

•	 Board Meetings - we need to hold regular meetings in each Board of Education 
District and not always at City Hall.

be able to be read), 
3.	 fill in the blanks including date of signature if the infonnation is known, 
4.	 complete the city school district, ward or election district, if possible. If the signer is 

unsure, we will look them up, 
5.	 not also be the witness for that particular petition. 

Witnesses must: 

1.	 be a registered voter whose residence is in the City of Buffalo, 
2.	 complete the Statement of Witness on the bottom of the petition after all signatures have 

been completed, 
3. sign and date the statement.	 The date of the witness signature must be on or after the date 

of the last signature, 
4. leave the Sheet No. blank. (They will be numbered when petitions are compiled.), 
5.	 not also be a signer of that particular petition. 

Please send or have someone bring petitions to the BTF as soon as possible. Do not use the 
Pony. We need them by Wednesday, April 1st 

• As soon as you have names on the petitions, 
please send them. They have to be reviewed before submission. 

Even if you have only one or two signatures, please send in your petitions. Every signature 
counts.
